Hannah Swan Training to Serve 

25th Year Day Of Jubilee Celebration 
Since the 2011 Day of Ju-
bilee Celebration went as 
well, or better, than any 
other we have had, we 
want to assure you all we 
can have a wonderful time 
even if we have to have the 
entire celebration inside. 
Everyone who came last 
year seemed to have a great 

time! Each of you getting 
this letter will get another 
sheet giving more details 
about the celebration; that 
is, all except those who are 
still incarcerated.  They 
will have to wait a little 
longer to celebrate with us, 
although we had more ex-
inmates present last year 

than any other year. Some 
people who had never at-
tended before came and got 
an up-close-and-personal 
view of lives that were 
changed because of the 
love of God shown through 
various prison outreaches 
and the churches involved 

with them.  
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(Left) Mika and Lange are tying the rebar that 
will hold the cement together for our first floor 
ceiling/second floor. We have been tying rebar 
for over 3 weeks, along with building a new ce-
ment storage tank (never planned, but needed 
now!) for our water supply, which comes, but not 
always when we need it. (Right) Here is the first 
floor leveled, done by adding form boards 
across the bottom and sides. Four-inch cement 
blocks will be added and held in place with rebar 
through them, making up a steel web. We'll 
keep you posted (website) just before and after 
the pour. It really is an interesting process.  

We know AIDS is a terrible thing that 
there is no cure for. Some contract 
AIDS through sin, some by accident; 
how would you like to be born with 
AIDS? The children at Haiti Comfort 
all have AIDS 
and are cared 
for and loved 
by Ray and 
Trisha Com-
fort. The chil-
dren play in the 
courtyard and 
eat well and 
Trisha and Ray 
do all they  can 
to make their 
lives as enjoyable as possible. One 
thing they need is support. Their build-

ing is much too small for the number of 
children they are taking care of, so as 
you can see below they are trying to 
put a roof on the first floor of a build-
ing that was started 3 years ago.  When 
they finish that floor the boys will have 
one room and the girls will have an-
other. It will not be as crowded. The 
new building will give them room for 
the new children that they are taking in 
faster than they can expand. They cer-
tainly never want to turn any needy 
child away. I have never been to Haiti, 
but one of my board members has.  He 
visited Haiti Comfort and he has a very 
glowing report of how the children are 
cared for and loved. He also shared that 
when he visited them their account was 
down to $38. He said Ray and Trisha 

were in good spirits even though at 
times their strength was drained. Their 
love never faltered for the children. 
Back in our Jan./Feb. newsletter I 
shared a story about the Good Samari-
tan Inn in Richmond and their needs. 
These newsletters and this ministry is 
about serving the Lord. Many who read 
this newsletter do not feel called to give 
to a prison outreach, but perhaps you 

might feel called to 
support Haiti Com-
fort and serve the 
Lord in that way. If 
you are not giving, 
or going, or doing 
anything to further 
the gospel, I say 

shame on you.

When I originally wrote this newsletter, Momma had just walked 
in with this beautiful little boy, Santiag.  He was 15 months old. 
His mother died about two months after childbirth and he lived in a 
small hospital in Las Cohobas, Haiti near the Dominican border. 
He seemed to be crib-bound: his little body is like rubber. He has 
AIDS & TB and is on anti-viral medications. He could stand for a 

very short period.  Santiag has since gone to be with the Lord.

Santiag slept for 
over twelve 
hours last night 
and we had to 
wake him up. 
Crib-bound ba-
bies sleep be-
cause that's all 
you do in cribs, 
but he did have a 
pretty busy day 

yesterday. The other 
kids are pretty ex-
cited about the new 
guy, but they always 
are. He is very weak 
and he seems almost 
angry at times. Be-
lieve it or not, this 

little guy lived in a small hospital for a 
year! He doesn't want to be touched 
and he bites and scratches. We are al-

ready cutting 
through this. 
We have 
done this 
with a few 
of our chil-
dren. 

Momma makes a big impact, but soon 
the kids will make a bigger one. Their 
unceasing attention coupled with love 
and help has brought along several 
children who were socially, physically 
and mentally off-kilter. A few like 
Rosy and Marrissa are miracle kids. 
That's why they call it family! Alas, 
he's out again. He nods off a lot, but we 

will keep him on a schedule like he 
should be.....and love him and praise 
God that he made it here. 

Sometimes water 
is not available in 
the small town 
where we find 
Haiti Comfort,  so 
they are building 

an underground storage tank to fill 
when water does come in.  When you 
have 12 children to work with, going 
without water is very inconvenient. 
With this storage tank, when the water 
system breaks down, the orphanage 
will not have to carry 5 gallon buckets 
from the river to wash.  
      (Santiag has since gone on to be 
with the Lord.)
